


table the vote on the text amendment can be made and staff will take the synopsis of the
discussion to the mayor and Board as a discussion item.

Chairman Flanagan asked for a motion to table the discussion. Commissioner
Carmichael motioned to table and it was seconded by Commissioner DiCecco. The vote
was 8-1 with Commissioner Whitworth voting against. Chairman Flanagan then asked
for a show of hands of those in favor of the city controlling the location and upkeep of
donation bins. There were 9 in favor. Chairman Flanagan asked if the city should be
involved in regulating storage containers (“pods”) in residential and commercial areas.
There were 8 in favor and one (Commissioner McPherson) against. Chairman Flanagan
asked if the issue of roll-off dumpsters in commercial and residential districts should be
addressed by the city. There were 7 in favor with Commissioners Whitworth and
McPherson against this issue.

4. ANNOUNCEMENTS

Chairman Flanagan asked if there were any announcements. Ms. Dobbs said
Commissioner Steorts needs to be re-appointed to the Revitalization Grant Committee.
Commissioner Carmichael moved to re-appoint Commissioner Steorts, and it was
seconded by Chairman Flanagan. The vote was unanimous. Ms. Dobbs invited everyone
to the grand opening of Acworth Gallery on Friday, March 27. Ms. Dobbs also
welcomed Commissioner Aiken back and read a thank-you note from him to the Board.

5. COMMISSION MEMBER’S COMMENTS

Chairman Flanagan asked for the Commissioner’s comments. Chairman Flanagan asked
about annual re-appointments for Commissioner McPherson and DiCecco. Ms. Dobbs
said it had been done but staff would research the dates and let the Board know next
month. Commissioner McPherson what happened with the Cowan House from last
month. Ms. Dobbs advised it was approved plan-specific by the Council as C-2 with uses
stricken.
